Students
should submit these requests by published deadlines.

• Doral College awards academic credit rather than master plan points. For the purposes of
recertification, one (1) college credit is equal 20 master plan points. (MPPs). Credit earned will be
reflected on your college transcript, which may be ordered via the College website, but will not
appear as master plan points on Frontline.
