Doral College is an innovative higher education institution offering undergraduate and graduate degrees and delivering dynamic educational
experiences by blending traditional and online learning, supportive partnerships, and technology to empower highly motivated and dedicated
students to overcome conventional barriers.

Student Achievement measures include data provided by the following:

- DEAC Annual Report: Provides insight on the College's graduation and completion rates.

- Graduate Transfer Report: Reports on the post-graduation plans of its dual enrollment AA graduates.

- Course Success Report: Provides per-course, the percentage of students who "succeed" or earn credit.

Based on most recent Annual Report provided to DEAC, which covers January 1, 2024 through December 31, 2024, Doral College's
graduation rate is as follows:

-Associate in Arts - 93.1% (134/144).
-Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education (BSED) - 66.7% (6/9)

In addition, Doral College graduated 424 dual enrollment students with Associate in Arts degrees in 2024. 98% went on to continue their
education at a four-year post-secondary institution.

Lastly, for the 2023-2024 academic year, Doral College provided 18,869 student enrollments across 104 unique courses with an average
Course Success Rate of 91.86%. 53,530 credits were earned.
